If your child is eligible for
Free School Meals, they must talk to the school kitchen on the day before the trip to organise a
packed lunch, which they can collect in the morning before we leave.

I am pleased to be able to inform you that there will be no charge for this trip as all costs will be
covered by Cirencester Kingshill School.

Please note that with any trip of this type, should any pupil’s behaviour, work or attendance cause
concern, we reserve the right to exclude them from the activities.
