LINUX®
Allows a computer to be set up to work on a network as a workstation or as a file server. The program will communicate with the network and control peripherals.

Word®
A word processor program that can be used for a wide range of text processing tasks.

WinZip®
Compresses files so that they take up less storage space on the computer's hard drive.

Windows 10®
Controls peripherals and provides a graphic user interface to make operating the computer straightforward.

Photoshop®
Used to edit photos and create bitmap images
Sage®
An accounts package for small businesses.

GHOST®
Makes a compressed copy of a computers hard drive that can be used to restore the computer if the hard disk is damaged or corrupted.
JetMax®
Flight deck control software for Boeing 7X7 aircraft.
