He calls for
his officer, Seyton, simultaneously remarking fo himself that this approaching
battle will either confirm his place or cause him to lose it.

8. Macbeth despairs of the miserable old age that he would have without
the good things, such as love and friends, that should accompany it. Instead,
he would be surrounded by people who hated him but were 100 scared to do
anything other than flatter him.

9. Determined to stay inside Dunsinane Castle, Macbeth says that his
army's banners should be put outside the castle’s walls. He is convinced of
its strength and believes that the enemy will die of famine and disease.

10. When asked about Lady Macbeth's health, the doctor makes clear that
her problems are in her mind. Macbeth asks if the doctor can remove painful
memories but the doctor replies that such patients must help themselves.
Macbeth wishes that the doctor could cure Scotland of its present infection,
by which he means the English army.
