	4X4 development exercise.

Using the rough sketch of your logo idea from last lesson redraw in the middle of an A3 sheet, include colour and annotation.
Divide your A3 page up in to quarters (your initial logo will be in the middle of these dividing lines)

Using the ‘SCARED’ technique and working with 4 other pupils you will now develop each other’s designs.

Scale/ Size - Develop the design by altering the size of an element
Combine – Develop the design by combining elements from different designs
Add – Develop the design by adding an extra element
Replace – Develop the design by removing an element and replacing with another element
Eliminate – Develop the design by removing an element altogether
Duplicate – Develop the design by duplicating / repeating an element
Having passed your paper round to 4 different people to develop you should now have a selection of logo ideas to choose from.

Map research – research a collection of festival maps and make a note of the key elements that appear on the maps.

	VIP pass design – before designing your VIP pass you need to consider what the extra perks of a VIP pass are. What bonus things do you get for the extra money you are spending?

Research existing festival VIP passes to find out what sort of perks are on offer.
Make a list of all the extra perks you will offer your VIP guests.

VIP passes usually come as a lanyard and are made up of several leaves. Produce a rough design for each separate leaf of the lanyard. For example – one leaf could be for free drinks. Another could be access to luxury camping. Easy access parking… these leaves will then all come together to make up the lanyard VIP pass.
Research 5 different festival products, then for each one find as many different examples of reuse of that product.
Discuss with the class the difference between the 3 types of recycling

	Using your rough design from last lesson you now need to prepare the final surface graphics for your Lanyard VIP pass.
Each leaf needs to be finished with high quality hand drawing.
